NEW RELEASE

VASES OF FLOWERS
BLOCK OF THE MONTH
CANDLEWICK QUILT

It gives us great pleasure to release to you the first block in a series
for a new candlewick quilt called OVASES OF FLOWERSOQIn all, 20 -
25, 16” blocks will be released. Each block will have a different
shaped vase and the theme for each will be a type of flower. The first
one pictured below is “"Vase of Tulips”. Month 2 will be released in
March and the theme will be “Vase of Dahlias”. The designs only
loosely resemble the flower variety, botanical details have not been
strictly adhered to. Every newsletter one new block will be released.
While Margaret is working this quilt in colour, it also looks good in
cream as pictured on the next page - stitched by Pat Loose in Finca
Super 6. As Super 6 is a somewhat thicker thread, you would get
finer embroidery stitches with Tri-Finca8.

MY BEST BAG

This bag has been on the drawing board for some considerable time
and when I showed the idea to the Wednesday morning class, they
were keen to get started on it. This kind of enthusiasm from the girls
really gets me moving and in this case, the pattern has become
available somewhat earlier than it would have normally. Several of
them completed the bag in fourth term and they do indeed all look
lovely. Kits are available in the fabrics as pictured and clasps,
wadding and ‘D’ rings are included. The bag measures 23 cms high,
30 cms wide and 6 cms deep. As there is quite a bit of detail in the
bag, the notes have not been easy to write, but you should be able to
follow them OK.

GUTERMANN
100% COTTON THREADS

In December, we received the full range of 250mtr spools of
100% cotton Gutermann threads. They have recently released
29 more colours in the 250mtr spool size selection making a total of
56 shades.

Gutermann Natural Cotton thread is fine but strong with a silk-like
luster. The thread is suitable for both hand and machine sewing. For
the long term wearing of our quilts, it is strongly recommended that
you use 100% cotton threads with 100% cotton fabric. Polyester
fibers are very hard on cotton fibers and over time, will affect the life
of your quilts. Many of our quilts will out-live us and so it is good to
use threads that will allow them to live longer!

Pricing on the 250mtr spools is $5.50 per spool.
colours in the 800mtr spools for $12.00 per spool.

FABRIC

New fabrics continue to trickle into the studio, and we have continued
to order from some of the discontinued ranges — many of these
fabrics are priced at $10 or less, so we have some really great value
for you. There are also quite a few that are priced at $11.00 to
$15.00.

We continue to increase on our “Shadow Play” colours. They seem to
be very useful colours that blend with so many fabrics in stock in the
studio. We have so much squeezed into a small space in the studio
that when you visit us, you really need to take time to browse to get
the best advantage of our fabric range. Margaret is always willing to
assist with colour choices when not in class. Many Saturdays in 2009,
she will be teaching.

NEW
FROM MARTI MICHELL

By now, many of you will be familiar with the Marti Michell Templates
and Rulers. Her rulers enable easy cutting and accuracy and are very
economical with fabric. Many local groups have visited the studio for
demonstrations regarding their use. A 10 minute DVD by Marti
Michell can be viewed at the studio on request. Margaret has now
worked on several quilts using this system and finds them very
accurate, economical, easy to use and has no hesitation in
recommending them.

Recently Marti released some more rulers amongst which is her
Hexagon Ruler. It cuts six sizes from 2” to 4 2" finished size
hexagons. This ruler comes with clear *how to’ instructions and has
minimum fabric waste.

Product Number 8060 priced at $32 .50 each.

Also recently released by Marti are her OStrippersO templates
designed for using with 2 2" strips which makes them particularly
useful for use with Jellyroll packs (rolls of 2 V2" strips of patchwork
fabric). The pack contains 3 templates from which it is possible to cut
60 degree Diamonds, Conehead, Hexagons, 45 degree Diamond, 60
degree Triangles and half hexagons. As usual, Marti has paid great
attention to detail giving many ideas in the pack.

WEBSITE

As you are aware from previous newsletters, we now have our own
good quality photocopier. Depending on quantity, our prices for Black
and White copies vary from 10cents down to 4cents. Our colour
prices vary from 80cents down to 40cents.




TORCHON LACE

At present we have good stocks of torchon lace. However, with the
present economy and the lowering in value of the Australian Dollar,
we have been warned to expect fairly steep price increases from our
suppliers.

If you are in the process of stitching a candlewick quilt and intend to
use lace in the sashing, it may be an idea to order your lace now
while we have stock. New stocks will definitely have a price increase
as I have sourced all the lace I can lay my hands on for now.

BRING YOUR GROUP
TO VISIT OUR S TUDIO IN
2009!

We cater for groups of up to 30 people at a time. Demonstrations are
designed to be ‘hands on’ and kits are available for low cost - $5 to
$12, depending on the demonstration. We offer a choice of
demonstrations:

Marti Michell Log Cabin ( $8 Kit)
(Kit includes sufficient fabric to cut out 4 Log Cabin blocks, enough to
make a cushion)

Marti Michell Templates ($6 Kit)
(Kit includes fabric to make a 12" block including instructions. Cutting
the shapes is practiced as part of the demonstration.)

Crazy Patchwork by Machine ($12 Kit)
(A kit including several different types of fabric and a few trimmings is
included. Preparation is made for simple piecing at demonstration.)

Candlewicking 1 ($5 Kit)
(Candlewick 1 Kit incorporates beginning and ending your stitchery,
Colonial Knots and Stem Stitch)

Candlewicking 2 ($5 Kit)
(Candlewick 2 Kit incorporates Coral Stitch, and Fly Stitch variations)

Quilt as you go Hexagons ($8 Kit)
(Kit includes sufficient fabric to make 7 hexagons into a table centre)

Clover YoYo Maker ($10 Kit)
(Kit includes 1 Yoyo Maker plus fabric and a needle to practice)

You will notice that more choices have been added to the list, we
anticipate that some groups will be visiting us again and we are trying
to keep it interesting for you!

We also offer a discounted special just for your group — this is
announced on the day of your visit. Demonstration time takes about
half to 3 hour. To give you the best advantage, larger groups are
divided into two groups and while one group is having a
demonstration, the other is shopping or having a cuppa! Then we
swap over. You will need to allow about 2 hours for your visit.

We prepare morning or afternoon tea or supper for an evening visit.
We realize that the needs of each individual group may be different,
so, if the idea of a visit to our studio appeals to you, we would love to
hear from you so we can discuss your group’s individual needs.

STITCHING GROUP

We are considering starting a Stitching Group on Wednesday
afternoons during Term 1. This idea has been in Margaret’'s mind for
some time and in discussion with one of our local customers we have
decided to see if there are some local ladies who may be interested to
join this group. Initially this will be on a trial basis and if it works
successfully for all concerned, it will continue.

There would be a fee to join the group and the group would also
support a charity. This group will not be a place to go to learn
patchwork, but rather a gathering of ladies with a common interest in
patchwork and who are keen to use their skills to benefit others less
fortunate than themselves. This is also a place where you will be able
to freely discuss your patchwork and embroidery and to swap ideas.
